Branching Out: The Green Leaf Inn Makes Suites Available For Fractional Ownership.
Delavan, Wisconsin March 10, 2009 – As they prepare to break ground in Spring 2009, the owners of the Green Leaf Inn have announced this week that they will be accepting offers for fractional ownership in the Inn. This arrangement will allow interested parties to purchase an ownership in one or more suites of the Inn. 

“There’s considerable interest in ownership in the Geneva Lake area,” says Inn owner Fritz Kreiss. “Fractional ownership is the most environmentally responsible way to do it. The Inn will allow people to become part of the Walworth County community without having to put new strain on Walworth County services.”

When it is completed in Summer of 2010, the Green Leaf Inn will be the first purpose built all green bed and breakfast inn in the country. Fritz Kreiss and Catherine McQueen, the couple who are co-owners of the Inn, will be incorporating green energy, renewable resources and sustainable practices into all aspects of the Inn’s design and development.

“For people seeking a greener lifestyle, owning a suite in the Inn will be a jump start,” says McQueen. “The idea behind the Inn is to create an immersive experience in the green lifestyle. Rather than learning through research, you can learn through living.” Each room will be powered and heated by renewable green energy sources, built from sustainable materials and feature advanced green technology such as water recapture and reuse systems and “intelligent” in-room switches and sensors. 

The Inn, which will be located in Delavan, Wisconsin near the intersection of routes 50 and 67, will feature 19 suites in two separate inn buildings. These structures will be connected by a welcome/conference center. The Inn grounds, which cover approximately seven acres, will feature water conserving landscaping and substantial gardens. Every effort will be made to follow sustainable practices while the Inn is being built.

At the same time, the Inn will be built to match the standard for luxury and comfort set by other resorts and inns in the area. “Geneva Lake is one of the prime vacation destinations in the area,” says McQueen. “We’ll match the standards set by other quality locations. The sheets will be just as smooth, the ambience just as pleasing. We’re going to create a setting that is both luxurious and earth-friendly.” 

McQueen would not be surprised if many fractional owners skip the tour of the solar panel and rainwater cisterns. “If you’re interested in the green life, this will be a fascinating place,” she says. “But the Inn will appeal to anyone seeking a quality living space in a very desirable location. And we may just create a convert or two.”

Fractional owners will also enjoy a benefit few other spaces can offer: a share in the financial returns of the Inn’s on-site green energy systems. “Our goal is to hit net zero status,” say Kreiss, who has been working with green energy for the better part of two decades. “This means we’ll generate as much energy as we use, if not more. There’s the potential for a bit of a return from the electricity we sell to the grid, but more importantly, there are considerable tax benefits to involvement with renewable energy systems.” Kreiss believes this unique financial benefit will create an added incentive, particularly for potential owners from the Chicagoland area.

“The connection between Chicago and the Geneva Lake area goes back almost 100 years,” says Kreiss. “The Green Leaf Inn will bring a real twenty-first century spin to that relationship.”
